SAR-ADF 517 - Operational Checklist

1.  Power ON at ON/OFF button; select Mode( Emergency or Training) by turning Page knob. ( This must be done within a few seconds, or the display will change and the unit must be turned off, then on again.) 

2.  With Mode now selected, unit proceeds to display pages.  Select page 1(top right corner of display) by turning Page knob. To adjust brightness, hold in "REP" button while turning Page knob. 

 3.  Go to page 5; check settings per page 11 of booklet or information on the  back of this card. NOTE: antenna is mounted on bottom of aircraft. If changes are needed, use "Select" and "+ / -" knobs. Store any changes by pressing STORE. 

4.      4.  If Emergency Mission, go to step 6; if Training Mission, go to step 5. 

5.      5.  Go to page 6; "Select" frequency 1 or 2, civil or military, and adjust         with " + / - " knob. STORE new settings. 

6.  Go to page 1. Check for proper frequency (lower right of display).  Change as needed with "+ / - " knob. Press "CLEAR" button (removes old data). 

7. Unit is now ready; check signal being received and direction. The dark dot between the circles is direction TO the target. This unit is very similar to an ADF. Examples: The dot at 340 degrees means the target is 20 degrees left of present heading; a circle flown around the target off the right wing should indicate a bearing of about 90 degrees at all times; a target at 180 degrees is behind the aircraft. 

8.  Use pages 2 and 3 for a different graphic display if desired. IMPORTANT: Signal strength, 0 to 100 %, is the vertical column; the Squelch (small triangle beside column) should be kept within the signal strength.
